TESTING WORN OUT IGNITER

1. Spark test. Test at normal open air pressure using the standard engine ignition unit,
including the shielded lead and terminal fittings.

2. Connect the ignition unit to the igniter,

'3. Clamp the igniter with the firing end up..

4. Switch on the ignition unit. Wait 30 seconds, then test fire. Allow the igniter to
fire consistently for 15 seconds. (If misfiring or irregularity in sparking occurs,
discard the igniter).

5. Turn off the ignition unit.
